Summary of the initial Conference

The initial conference was held on November 29, 2017 at the auditorium of the Municipality of

Loro Ciuffenna.

Originally the conference was scheduled for June 2017, but it was decided to postpone it in order to

have more data and information on important actions of the project, in particular with regard to the

restoration interventions of heathlands and species and habitat monitoring.

The morning, dedicated to the presentation of contributions and experiences, was divided into three

sessions:

• Presentation of the LIFE Granatha project

• Good  practices  for  managing  the  Natura  2000  network:  protecting  biodiversity  and

economic development

• Territorial cooperation and sustainable business models

Regarding the project, apart from a general introduction, the interventions focused on two main

issues:

• heathlands management and restoration through the use of the prescribed fire (intervention

by Dr. D. Ascoli)

• coordinated  monitoring  of  the  interventions  effects  on  target  bird  species  and the  4030

habitat (interventions by Dr. T. Campedelli and R. Beretta).

We decided to focus on these topics because the prescribed fire  was however a  novelty in the

territorial context of the project and, unlike other intervention techniques, by its nature, it can arouse

contrasting  reactions.  This  was therefore  the  occasion  to  begin  an  action  of  dissemination  and

awareness of local communities. To what regard the monitoring, also this issue has to be consider of

central importance as, at the and, improving the conservation status of target bird species and of

habitat 4030 is the main objective of the project. Moreover, they are also topics that always arouse

considerable interest, even in a generalistic public.

The  second  session  was  opened  by  the  interesting  analysis  presented  by  Dr.  Davide  Marino

"Ecosystem services and their payment - perspectives for the Natura 2000 network". Ecosystem

services are a current topic,  not yet enough developed inside Natura 2000 network, and deeply

linked with the thematic of to integrate economical activities with biodiversity conservation. 

The follow three presentations,  relied on the Good Practices applied in as many LIFE projects,

animated the discussion with some technicians present in the public. In particular it was the aspect

of combining the management and conservation of biodiversity with the promotion of economic

activities that aroused the greatest interest. This gave us the opportunity to talk extensively about

the project's objective of restoring the local chain of cutting and processing heathers.

In the afternoon, a visit to the project's intervention areas was planned, unfortunately cancelled due

to weather conditions.



The conference saw a remarkable participation, more than 80 people took part, including a class of

students from the A. Vegni Agricultural Institute of Cortona (AR).

For the occasion, a collaboration was activated with the Provincial Order of Forestry Doctors of

Arezzo,  accrediting  the  event  among those with  educational  value  CONAF (National  Ordinary

Council of Doctors Agronomists and Forest Doctors).
